Hunts AC: Code of Conduct for Young Athletes (as authored by young athletes*)

A. General

1. Listen to and respect everyone at the track.
2. Behave yourselves and don’t mess around.

3. Enjoy yourselves.

B. How junior athletes should act while at the track on training nights
1. Look out for runners on the track so as not to get in their way.
2.  Respect others’ abilities.
3. Don’t use abusive language.
4. Stay focused during training.
5. Look after any of the club’s equipment that you use.
6. Leave the track how you would want to find it, so no vandalism and no littering; use the bins provided.
C. How junior athletes should act towards their peers

1. Encourage your peers and treat them with respect.
D. How junior athletes should act towards their coach

1. Respect their opinions and views.  Listen to your coach and don’t speak over him/her.
2. Try to turn up on time; if late, apologise.
3. Come prepared with any sheets, money or equipment that’s needed and be appropriately dressed. 

4. Always show you’re willing to improve by doing what’s asked of you.

5. Remember that your coach is responsible for you; if leaving the track, make sure he/she knows where you are.
6. Help put away any equipment at the end of training sessions.

7. Thank your coach at the end of training sessions.
8. Maintain the boundaries with your coach. 
9. If you have any problems or concerns with your coach, tell another coach (or the Child Welfare Officer) so they can help.

E. How junior athletes should act while at competitions

1. Always respect other people and their views.

2. Thank all who contribute to the running of the meeting; officials, coaches, team managers.
3. Respect officials’ timings and placings. 

4. Say good luck before a race and well done at the end.  Shake hands.
5. Act responsibly.

6. Support your fellow athletes with encouragement and cheering.
7. Leave the track how you would want to find it, so no littering; use the bins provided.
